Today you will be working on how to properly integrate sources into your writing.
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· What is this lesson about and how will it help me? 

The attached PowerPoint will introduce you to the practice of integrating the ideas of others into your formal writing while drawing your own conclusions and potentially contributing to knowledge creation. 

You will learn how you can integrate ideas by: 
· quoting
· summarizing
· paraphrasing

You will gain an understanding of how to take notes to help you effectively paraphrase, summarize, and avoid unintentional plagiarism.

You will also learn, when you integrate sources effectively you must: 
· signal by using the author’s name
· comment and introduce your own ideas 
· cite using an appropriate citation style for your subject area

· What do I need to do?
· Take your time to read through each slide. It might help to skim the whole thing before you begin. Try the exercises as they come up, jotting down or recording your answers. Check your answers against the advice provided in the slides. Monitor what you’re understanding and what still seems unclear to you. Return to these slides as you work on your independent inquiry project to help you work through issues that arise.
